Учебный аспект:
· формирование фонетических навыков 
· развитие умения громкого фонетического чтения (подготовленного и неподготовленного)
Познавательный (социокультурный) аспект: знакомство с англоязычным фольклором по теме "Рождество и Новый год".
Развивающий аспект: развитие способности слуховой дифференциации, выведения языковых закономерностей, осуществление репродуктивные и продуктивные действия.
Воспитательный аспект: формирование потребность и способность понимать образ жизни и поведение людей другой культуры, понимать и уважать мнение другого человека, умение работать в команде
Оборудование: мультимедийное оборудование, презентация в Power Point, коробка с вопросами, карточки со словами, фонетическое сопровождение
Презентация предназначена для показа иллюстративного материала, тестовых заданий.
ХОД УРОКА
[image: C:\Users\Rudolf\Desktop\нед\IMG_8820.JPG]Участники конкурса сидят в произвольном порядке вокруг трех игровых столов, на столах - листы бумаги и карандаши эмблемы команд. Место жюри - в углу у окна и доски, учителя рассаживаются вдоль стены со встроенными шкафами. Ведущие (P1 и P2) занимают места у доски.
На доске - таблица для демонстрации результатов конкурса (см. Приложение)
№1 Music "We wish you a Merry Christmas" (30 - 40 секунд)
Slide 1: Phonetic contest
P1: Hallo, everybody, we are glad to welcome you all at our phonetic contest. Today you will have to compete in various phonetic skills and - enjoy yourselves as well, because, as you know
 "all work and no play makes Jack a dull boy". (To the participants) Are you ready?
[image: C:\Users\Rudolf\Desktop\нед\IMG_8836.JPG]P2: You will compete in teams, and our fair play will start with a fair division into three teams. Come up, everybody,  and choose an emblem from the Santa's cap.
Slide 2: Teams emblems
P1: The emblem will show what team you are in: North Stars, Snow-flakes or Snowdrops.

№2 Music, "We wish you a Merry Christmas", the participants are divided into three teams (of 5 or 6) according to the emblem they have chosen and take their seats around three tables.

Slide 3: Nominations
P2:  The fair play will show the best team in three main nominations:
- in best English phonetics and spelling skills.
- in best rhyme reading: (you'll have to read tong twisters);
- in best verse reciting;
P1: Apart from it, there will be some other tasks. But now it's time to present the jury: the students of the 10th grade.				         
P2: Everyone is ready and we are starting with a team worming up.
You can see the first task on 
Slide 4:  Write correctly the scrambled words.

P1: You know how to do it, don't you? So take some paper and begin to work, you have 5 minutes to do this task. We can help you a bit: all these words are connected with Christmas and New Year. 

№3: Music: Rudolph the red-nosed deer

P2: Well, your time is up, hand in your papers. (Один из членов жюри собирает листы с выполненным заданием)
[image: C:\Users\Rudolf\Desktop\нед\IMG_8827.JPG]P1: Now we'll starting our first serious nomination. I think it's time to make your lips and tongues move. This is the rhyme reading competition. First we shall listen to the tong twisters you have prepared beforehand. Two students from each team are welcome, the North stars are starting, then - Snow-flakes, and Snow drops will crown it up.

The students of each team perform

P2: So far so good. Now you will have to read a tong twister which you do not know. Each team will have their own small rhyme. This time the Snow-flakes will begin. You have a minute to practice the reading. Your time is up, start, please
Slide 5
 P1: Snowdrops are coming next. A minute to practice and on you go.
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P2: And now the North Stars will have their turn:

P1: Well done, we really enjoyed it. And what will the jury say? Are you ready with the Scrambled words results? What are they?

The Jury announces the results of the first task, and, if ready, of the second, and write down the results on the blackboard. 

P2: Good results, it means that it was a good performance. And now back to team work. This time your task is to transcribe the words from the slide. Here comes the slide, you have 5 minutes to do the task.
Slide 8: Words to be transcribed
 №4 Music: Frosty the Snow Man
P1: Pass over your papers to the jury. (A juror collects the papers). By the way ( to the jury), are you ready with the results of the rhyme readers? We are all ears.

Jury announces the results.  
 
P2: While you are still at the tables, here is another task for you. You will have to make as many 
words from the words you will be given as possible. And here are the words: 
Slide 9: Preparation, Demonstration, Personality

P1: Start now, you will have5 minutes for this task
№5: Music: If you are happy

P2: OK,  your time is up, hand in your papers with the word you have designed (A juror collects the papers).

P1: And now we have come to the most important nomination of the contest:  verse reciting. To start with,  each team must show their reciting competence with a prepared verse.

A student of each team recites a poem prepared beforehand.

P2: And now you'll have to  read artistically the short verse you haven't seen. You have 2 minutes to prepare  your reading. Each team will have a different verse. Snow-flakes will begin.  Slide 10. "Winter” by Dorothy Aldis 

P1: Now Snowdrops will show their mastership 
Slide 11: The Runaway Snowman” by Hilda I. Rostron

P2: And now come North Stars  
Slide 12: "Christmas Bells" by Christina Rossetti

P1: Well done, competitors. And now,  while the jury is getting ready with the final score, we shall sing a part of the well-known Christmas song - "Jingle, bells!'  You will see your  words on the slides.
P2:  One, two, three - begin!
